	Showing student’s progress in reading using a Portfolio:

In order to show a student’s progress in reading through the use of a portfolio, I will use work samples that illustrate flexibility, individuality, and authenticity. I will organize systematically a collection of materials that represent adequately a sample of student work.

I will follow this procedure to assemble the artifacts into a portfolio:

· The teacher and students set appropriate goals for learning and collect materials that demonstrate progress toward these goals.

· I will use two types of portfolios: 1) a Working Portfolio where the students keep the daily work, and 2) a Culminating Portfolio, which includes the best samples of student’s work. This selection will be accomplished by me and the student.

· I will prepare a calendar to schedule conferences with the student to review progress, identify areas of need, and facilitate student reflection.

· The student will evaluate and reflect on their work continually.

· I will select artifacts that illustrate critical areas of strength and areas where the student is progressing. Some materials to be included in the portfolio are:


Summaries of expository text requested, K-W-L sheets, Journal entries, miscue analysis, think-aloud, diagnostic evaluations that highlight specific tasks such as comprehension and retelling, student’s responses to diagnostic teaching lessons, written drafts, vocabulary maps, poetry they have written at home. I will consider the selection of oral reading recording on tapes, and artifacts in collaborative fashion, that is, with a partner, group, or with a teacher or parent.
