	Summary of this Task Assignment:
The teacher uses the Reading Rods Sentences Kit to practice parts of speech and sentence.

The students build simple sentences using a kit in groups of three students each.



	Explain how this task demonstrates your competency for each identified indicator for this Accomplished Practice:


Today was the first time the teacher used this strategy. We got through the process reading instructions and establishing the first practice: recognizing the parts of a sentence with the rods. Each piece has specific colors that represent a particular part of a sentence (10.06). The students identified nouns, verbs, articles and adjectives (10.10). They built two sentences per group and made a classroom presentation. I realized that the students wasted time as the teacher was reading the instructions. However, once the students recognized the rules and procedures they built different sentences and some constructed long sentences efficiently (10.13).


The kit contains 24 double-sided activity cards, a 48-page Instruction and Activity Book with over 100 full-color demonstration cards, 4 activity trays, and 156 rods in a storage tub.
