	Explain how this task demonstrates your competency for each identified indicator for this Accomplished Practice: 


The teacher reviewed the concepts of inference, cause and effect. He made some examples and he wrote the main ideas in the blackboard. I saw an active participation of some students, while others seemed to be bored. The teacher asked the students to read the passage “Anthony Reynoso,” row by row, and then he reviewed how to use context clues to answer the questions on a handout. I approached to a student who was not involved with the activity. I found he did not understand the inference concept, so he felt lost with the activity. I asked to check his dictionary, and then review the examples. He still had some questions that I answered with examples, not giving him the immediate response. He got the concept and he participated more actively (1.07). This is the second time I found a student is not participating with the class just because he or she does not understand the basic concept and they are shy to ask to the teacher or a peer. This attitude can conduct to false conclusions about the interest of a student in the classroom and I will pay attention on that.
