	Summary of this Task Assignment:

Students will apply visualization as a strategy to get comprehension of a passage.


	
The classroom teacher invited a retired teacher to apply this strategy to his students. She gave students a handout of the passage “The story of owl,” a Haitian story about owls. She explained that while she would read some parts of the passage, she would ask the students to close their eyes, and they would try to visualize what was happening in the story. I observed that some students did not follow those directions and smiled while the rest of the class had their eyes closed. The teacher saw that misbehavior and stopped the activity. She addressed to those students who were not participating, encouraging them to follow the strategy. They responded positively and the class continued without interruptions. When she finished the reading, she asked to the class to share their visualizations. Some of them retelling the story adding details not included in the handout. The whole class participated actively, and they proceed to answer the questions in the handout. This strategy has positive results. I realized that this technique is more adequate to those students who have visual learning style (1.07).
