	Summary of this Task Assignment:

Interview a classroom teacher. Ask him/her about the students who have difficulty in reading in the classroom. What percentage of the students has difficulty? What adjustments are made in working with these students?



	Results:

I interviewed to Mr. Oviedo, a third grade teacher at Biscayne Elementary School. These were his comments:

· He has a group of 26 students in the classroom.
· 50% of them have some problems in reading, most of them as they are ESOL students
· He made the following adjustments for those students: 
· Guided reading in small groups, and he works in different strategies in how to read
· Tutoring after school is another approach he uses
· Tutoring between schedule, a retired teacher comes in to the classroom on Mondays, Tuesdays and Thursdays
· Different strategies are used according to the context.


	

	Explain how this task demonstrates your competency for each identified indicator for this Accomplished Practice:


During this observation, I could see the different approaches Mr. Oviedo addresses to the student’s necessities (1.04), for example, with Mrs. Gladys, a retired teacher who comes to tutor students three times a week. She teaches to small groups of ESOL students, 4-5 students each. It was interesting to see how Juan, a newcomer from Ecuador followed her tutoring, as she does not speak Spanish. In those groups, peer students help each other translating instructions. 

I observed how Mr. Oviedo organized groups according to their reading performance, and selects different activities according to their level, and then he gives a lesson involving the whole group. The students have an active participation in those settings (1.07).
