	Summary of this Task Assignment:

Have a student read aloud a passage or a few paragraphs from a textbook that he/she has not yet been assigned. Then ask the student to use the Chart for Self-Evaluation of Fluency (Table 4-1) and the Chart for Self-Assessment of Comprehension Strategies (Table 4-4). Report the results. Analyze the value of such assessment tools. FEAP 1



	Results:

I asked to Paul, a third-grade student at Biscayne Elementary Community School, to read the passage “The Pioneers” from his textbook. Then he filled out the Chart for Self-Evaluation of Fluency and the Chart for Self-Assessment of Comprehension strategies. (See the report).



	Explain how this task demonstrates your competency for each identified indicator for this Accomplished Practice:

The purpose of this activity is helping students evaluate their increasing use of strategic reading processes. Self-assessment directed Paul’s attention to the use of various strategies (1.08), it helped him draw relationships among their strategy use, skill knowledge, and her personal effort (1.04).

In the Chart for Self-Evaluation of Fluency, the student said she was reading mostly word-by-word, although he read mostly in phrases.

In the Chart for Self Assessment of Comprehension of Strategies, Paul said that he was making predictions sometimes; he revised the perditions most of the time as he needed; he reported he was not  thinking about the information in the text; he said most of the time he thought about what he knew; and he used the information and what he knew together.

Through this diagnostic session, the student was aware of the different strategies and skills involved in the reading process. Paul needs to reinforce the skills of justifying her thinking, as well as he needs to use the text information and what he already knows. 

Although this diagnostic is simple, it helps to diagnose the skills that are limiting reading improvement, establishing a basis to enhance constructing meaning with text (1.05).
