Techniques recommended to Steven: Echo Reading and Retrospective Miscue Analysis

1. Echo Reading

This approach is a form of modeling oral reading in which the teacher reads a line of a story and the student echoes her model by reading the same line, imitating her intonation and phrasing.

Response mode emphasized: oral

Strategy emphasized: prediction

Skill emphasized: fluency

Source of information: reader-based

Type of instruction: implicit

Type of cognitive processing: successive

2. Retrospective Miscue Analysis

This technique asks the students to listen to his miscues and evaluate the strategies he used as well as the strategies he might have used. In the discussion, the student and teacher discuss what good readers do when they encounter problems when reading.
